Lo que and lo cual
Lo que and lo cual are used to add more information to a sentence and avoid repetition. What are their
equivalents in English?

Lo que = what Lo cual = which

- Lo que is used to refer to something indefinite that has not been mentioned before in the
sentence.

Example: Ya sé lo que podemos hacer.
=> Lo cual is used to refer back to something already mentioned in the sentence.
Example: Hay un museo nuevo en la ciudad, lo cual me emociona mucho.

Lo + adjective
Lo + adjective is used as the equivalent of “the [adjective] thing” as in:

Lo bueno = the good thing

Lo malo = the bad thing

Lo importante = the important thing
Lo divertido = the fun thing

Because /o is neutral (no gender), the adjective remains in its base form (the masculine, singular form).

Diego Rivera

Diego Rivera (1886 -1957) fue un famoso artista mexicano. Se especializo en la pintura de murales en
Mexico y en los Estados Unidos. Desde muy joven, a Rivera le gustaba dibujar, y, a los 10 anos, ingreso
a una academia de arte de Ciudad de Mexico.

De 1907 hasta 1920 estudio en Europa. Rivera estaba en Paris durante el surgimiento de una nueva
forma de arte llamada cubismo. Pintores como Pablo Picasso lo influyeron mucho en esa epoca. Rivera
regreso a Mexico en 1921 y empez6 a dibujar murales grandes. Unos muestran figuras sencillas
combinadas con colores llamativos. Otros murales relatan la vida de los Maya y los Azteca en la epoca
precolombina. Otras obras son mas abstractas y muestran paisajes urbanos y la naturaleza.

En 1929, Rivera se caso con otra artista llamada Frida Kahlo. Vivieron y trabajaron en una casa llamada
la Casa Azul, debido a su color azul. Fueron muy conocidos en el mundo del arte mexicano y tuvieron
muchos amigos influyentes tanto en Mexico como en el extranjero. Aunque su matrimonio no siempre
fue feliz, Rivera quedé devastado cuando Frida Kahlo fallecio en 1954. El legado de Rivera todavia se
siente hoy, y muchas de sus obras estan en galerias y museos de Mexico y de los EE. UU.

Pronombres indefinidos

Indefinite pronouns are words used to refer to things or ideas, and people in a general sense. They can
replace nouns that have been previously mentioned or recovered from context. These pronouns are
particularly useful when answering questions.

Let’s take a look at an example:

Yes, some came.

As you can see algunos refer to the previously mentioned estudiantes. The pronoun has to match the
gender and number of the nouns it’s replacing.

Notice that other than alguno and ninguno, indefinite pronouns are the same as the indefinite adjectives.
The only difference between the two is that when used as indefinite adjectives, they must be followed by
a noun. When used as indefinite pronouns, they stand by themselves.

MATERIALS::

digital collage (suggested tools: Piktochart; Canva, Google slides)
e Magazines, paper, scissors and glue for students to create a
physical collage

Students read a blog post related to Frida Kahlo out loud in pairs. When
finished, lead a discussion about what they read as a class using the
discussion questions on the slide.

Then, distribute the Mi selfie worksheet. Using the guiding questions on
the worksheet, students create a “selfie” collage (digital or physical) that
captures their essence as a person. You may assign students to complete
this part of the project at home and set a specific due date.

On the project due date, students share their collages in the form of a
Gallery Walk. To do this, divide the class into group A and group B and
distribute the Mi selfie preguntas worksheet.

For the first round, group A students stand around the room with their
collages and written responses. Group B students walk around the room
and visit group A students to view and learn more about their collages.
They should fill out the Mi selfie preguntas worksheet as they do. Then,
students switch roles.
